Time Control: 90 minutes + 30 seconds increment per move (add before)
if  no digital clock, then analog equivalent is 2 hours (3:59-6:00)

Requested Byes: up to 2 half-point byes within the first 3 rounds
byes must be requested when registering, or at least before the previous round
all other requested byes will be zero-point, the TD guarantees no “forced byes”!

Registration: register by email, then pay later, even onsite before first pairings
first pairings of  paid players will be done on the Friday @ 645pm

for players who only register onsite, Amateur/FIDE discounts no longer available

Sections & Prizes: players ranked by highest Regular rating (CFC & FIDE)
TD reserves right to adjust other ratings as appropriate

>=3 prizes in Top section & >=1 class prize per section (every 200 rating points)
